1. RULES & SCORING 

1.1. The regatta will be governed by The Racing Rules of Sailing (RRS). 
1.2. Sail Fest – ORR-Ez is a BBSC “Commodore’s Cup” series race. 
1.3. The Saturday Sail Fest day is a single-race event for the class, however, Sail 

Fest is a two-day event with ORR-Ez boats on Saturday, and small boat 
(Portsmouth) race on Sunday.  Participation in both days is highly encouraged! 

 
2.  COMMUNICATION 

2.1. This Notice of Race, the Sailing Instructions, and notices to competitors will be 
available upon release electronically online at the official noticeboard at:  
https://nextsailor.com/regatta/BBSC25SF and posted hardcopy on the BBSC 
corkboard in LJ Schooner’s Oyster Bar as conditions permit. 

2.2. Sail Fest Small Boat race information will be posted on the BBSC Small Boat 
“GroupMe” thread.  Contact one of the fleet captains for help. 

 
3. ELIGIBIITY & ENTRY 

3.1. The Saturday race is open to all boats.  The Fleet Captain will assign a rating if 
your boat does not have one. 

3.2. The Sunday Small Boat race will be open to Portsmouth rated boats 21 feet or 
less in length. 

3.3. Register for the Saturday race electronically at the link in 2.1 (above), or in-
person prior to the competitor’s meeting. 

3.4. Fees: The Saturday entry fee is $30 per boat per race, or one-time $200 for 
the season.  Small Boats are $5 per sailor per race, or $30 for the season. 

 
4. CLASSES 

4.1. Saturday Race:  Spinnaker Class, and X-Class 
4.1.1. Spinnaker Class will use ORR-Ez PHRF Benchmark ratings. 
4.1.2. X-Class will use a back-calculated rating based on prior performance in 

BBSC events.  Contact the Fleet Captain (info below) for details. 
4.2. Small Boat:  All Portsmouth rated boats will compete in one class.

6.3. X-Class will compete in a random leg course using government and dropped 
marks with a course length of approximately 15-17 NM
