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MEASUREMENTS

THE COURSES
The racing area will be east of FWYC on the waters of the Choctawhatchee Bay using drop marks.

PENALTY SYSTEM
Rule 44.1 is changed so that the Two-Turns Penalty is replaced by the One-Turn Penalty.

SCORING
The Low Point System of Appendix A will apply.
Three (3) races are required to be completed to constitute a regatta.

RADIO COMMUNICATIONS
Except in an emergency, a boat shall neither make radio transmissions while racing nor receive radio
communications not available to all boats. This restriction also applies to mobile telephones.

PRIZES

Championship prizes will be awarded to the top three boats.

Additional awards will be based on the number of registered entries as of February 28, 2014.

Entries made online by February 14 will receive a Weta t-shirt in addition to the shirt included in entry fee.
